Jesus loved Martha and Mary

Jesus loved Martha and her sister and
Lazarus. John 11:5

Women supported Jesus

Jesus traveled about from one town and
village to another, proclaiming the good
news of the kingdom of God. The Twelve
disciples were with him, and also some
women who had been cured of evil spirits
and diseases: Mary (called Magdalene) from
whom seven demons had come out; Joanna
the wife of Cuza, the manager of Herod's
household; Susanna; and many others.
These women were helping to support Jesus
and the disciples out of their own means.
Luke 8:1-3

Jesus wept at Mary’s news

When Mary reached the place where Jesus
was and saw him, she fell at his feet and
said, "Lord, if you had been here, my brother
Lazarus would not have died.”" When Jesus
saw her weeping, he was deeply moved in
spirit and troubled. "Where have you laid
him?" he asked. "Come and see, Lord,"” they
replied. Jesus wept. John 11:32-36

women who mourned and wailed for him.

Jesus
said to her, "Mary." She turned toward him
and cried out “Teacher”. Jesus said, "Do not
hold on to me, for | have not yet returned to
the Father.” Mary Magdalene went to the
disciples with the news: "l have seen the
Lord!" And she told them that he had said
these things to her. John 20:11-18
